Day 1, arrive Zagreb, Saturday

A full day to enjoy Plitvice National Park, listed as a
UNESCO World Heritage site. Have your camera ready
and take a walking tour around several of the lower
lakes. Enjoy the breathtaking scenery of this natural
wonder with 16 terraced lakes surrounded by thickly
wooded mountains and lush vegetation. The rest of
the day is at leisure. (B, D)
